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Executive Summary

This application guidance details the expectations, eligibility requirements, review criteria, and awarding factors for existing section 330 supported health centers seeking supplemental grant support to expand medical capacity in fiscal year (FY) 2006.  The goal of this funding opportunity is to expand access to primary health care services by increasing penetration into a health center’s current service area to improve the health status of people in those areas (i.e., significantly increasing the number of medical users served by existing health center grantees).

This application guidance supersedes Program Information Notice (PIN) 2005-02.  For FY 2006, the following differences should be noted:

Although action on the FY 2006 appropriation for the Consolidated Health Center Program has not been completed, the Bureau of Primary Health Care (BPHC) anticipates that funds will be available to accept applications from organizations seeking a grant for expanded medical capacity under the Consolidated Health Center Program (i.e., Community Health Centers (CHC) including those previously identified as School Based Health Centers (SBHC), Migrant Health Centers (MHC), Health Care for the Homeless (HCH), and Public Housing Primary Care (PHPC)) supported by grant funding authorized by section 330 of the Public Health Service Act, as amended.   

It is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that the complete application is postmarked or submitted electronically by 5:00 P.M. ET on December 15, 2005.  Applications postmarked or submitted electronically by the published due date will be reviewed, with funding decisions announced on or about June 1, 2006.  Applications postmarked or submitted after the due date/time will not be accepted for processing and will be returned.

All applicants requesting EMC funds must use this guidance.  The guidance should be reviewed thoroughly prior to making a decision to apply.

I.  Funding Opportunity Description

Purpose

President Bush’s fiscal year (FY) 2006 budget proposes an increase of approximately $303 million in the appropriation for the Consolidated Health Center Program authorized under section 330 of the Public Health Service (PHS) Act (42 U.S.C. 254b), as amended.  The appropriation increase represents the fifth and final installment in the President’s Health Centers Initiative to serve millions of additional people in the Nation’s neediest communities.  The Consolidated Health Center Program promotes the development and operation of community-based primary health care service systems in medically underserved areas and improves the health status of medically underserved populations.  

President Bush’s Health Centers Initiative, which began in FY 2002, will increase health care access to 1,200 of the Nation’s neediest communities through new and/or significantly expanded health center sites over five years. The Expanded Medical Capacity (EMC) grant opportunity assists in achieving this goal, by supporting the expansion of sites that significantly increase the provision of comprehensive primary and preventive health care services in areas of high need.  The increased access to primary health care services will also improve the health status and decrease health disparities of the medically underserved populations to be served.  

In FY 2006, the Bureau of Primary Health Care (BPHC) will accept EMC applications from the following types of existing health centers currently receiving support under the Consolidated Health Center Program:

-  Community Health Centers (CHC)1 - section 330(e)




-  Migrant Health Centers (MHC) - section 330(g)

-  Health Care for the Homeless (HCH) - section 330(h)

-  Public Housing Primary Care (PHPC) - section 330(i)

For the purpose of this guidance, the term “health center” refers to the diverse types of health centers (i.e., CHC, MHC, HCH, and PHPC) that are authorized under section 330 of the PHS Act.  This document provides detailed information on the expectations, eligibility requirements, review criteria and awarding factors for these supplemental awards.  The goal of the EMC program is to increase and expand access to primary health care services by increasing penetration into a health center’s current service area, to improve the health status of people in those areas and to decrease health disparities within the service area.

For the purpose of this application guidance, EMC sites are defined as service delivery sites within a health center’s current approved scope of project (i.e., listed on a grantee’s most recently approved Form 5-Part B/Exhibit B from a service area competition, approved change in scope, or a non-competing continuation application), which are being expanded to significantly increase access to primary health care services to underserved populations in communities where the health center’s ability to provide care falls short of meeting the need for services.  EMC funds may not be used to expand capacity at sites operated outside of a grantee’s current approved scope of project.  EMC funds may not be used to establish new sites, nor to expand non-medical services except as noted under Other Program Requirements and Expectations on page 7.

Strategies for expanded medical capacity may include but are not limited to expanding existing primary care medical services, adding new medical providers where excess facility capacity exists, expanding hours of operations, or providing additional medical services through contractual relationships (e.g., obstetrics and gynecology services) at an existing health center site.

EMC applications should demonstrate 1) that the EMC proposal will increase access to comprehensive primary and preventive health care and improve the health status of underserved and vulnerable populations, and 2) that the EMC proposal will address the major health care needs of the target population and will assure the availability and accessibility of essential primary and preventive health services to all individuals in the service area.

Definition of Significant Increase in New Users

All EMC applicants must ensure that proposed strategies will result in a significant increase in the number of health center users served by existing delivery sites as defined below.  (As previously noted, all organizations receiving section 330 funds to support health centers located in schools are considered CHCs and, therefore, must follow the requirements for CHCs described below).

1. Health centers that propose to expand medical capacity of an existing CHC program, regardless of whether EMC funding is also requested to serve a special population(s) (i.e., MHC, HCH, PHPC programs), must demonstrate growth in the form of:

A minimum increase in users of 25 percent of the total number of users for the organization reported in the CY 2004 UDS, or 3000 new users – whichever is less;

2. MHC, HCH and/or PHPC only health centers that propose to expand medical capacity by initiating a CHC program for the first time must demonstrate growth in the form of:

A minimum increase of 3000 new users;
3. Health centers that propose to expand medical capacity by initiating or expanding only a MHC, HCH, and/or PHPC program, AND DO NOT also include a request for new or additional CHC funding, must demonstrate growth in the form of:

A minimum increase in users of 10 percent of the total number of users for the organization reported in the calendar year (CY) 2004 Uniform Data System (UDS), or 1000 new users – whichever is less.
Note: Applicants must indicate the type of health center funding requested on Form 1-A and      Form 1-B (provided in Attachment 1: Program Specific Forms of this guidance).

Time-Limited State Funded Programs

The BPHC recognizes that a few States have implemented time-limited programs to support the development and initial operations of health centers that propose to increase access to primary care services (i.e., incubator programs, State-funded start up funds). Through the EMC program, the BPHC will allow for the coordination of these State programs and the President’s Initiative, and will enable the continuation of these expansion efforts.  As a result, a significant user increase for centers that can document successful participation in such time-limited State programs will be defined as 50 percent of the applicable eligibility requirement set forth above (e.g., CHCs in such State-funded programs will be deemed eligible by meeting the lesser of 12.5 percent or 1,500 new users).  The applicant must also demonstrate that the expansion efforts supported by the State program prior to an EMC award, in addition to expansion efforts subsequent to an EMC award, will result in combined outcomes that are equal to or greater than 100 percent of the applicable eligibility requirement.  Information regarding the successful participation in such State funded programs must be included on the FORM 1-A, General Information Worksheet (see page 23), and in the Evaluative Measures section of the program narrative (see page 23).  Applicants should document the center’s progress toward meeting the initial goals and objectives under the State funded program, and the additional goals resulting from the receipt of EMC grant funding.    

Background

The mission of the BPHC is “to increase access to comprehensive primary and preventive health care and to improve the health status of underserved and vulnerable populations.”  All of the programs administered by the BPHC are focused toward ensuring the availability and accessibility of essential primary and preventive health services to the people who have the most limited access to services and face the greatest barriers to care.  The BPHC is committed to the goal of improving and expanding access to health care for all Americans nationwide, and most importantly for the estimated 45 million uninsured people in the United States who do not have adequate access to affordable, appropriate primary and preventive health care.  More than 50 million people live in federally designated medically underserved areas and lack access to a private primary care provider.  

Individually, each health center plays an important role in this plan and combined they have had a critical impact on the health care status of underserved and vulnerable populations throughout the United States (U.S.).  Currently there are 955 federally funded health centers with more than 3,700 primary care service sites located in urban and rural underserved areas throughout the U.S. and its territories.  Approximately 13.2 million medically underserved and uninsured patients receive high quality, cost-effective, culturally appropriate, accessible and affordable preventive and primary health care services through the federally funded health centers.
Other Program Requirements and Expectations

EMC applicants must propose to expand medical capacity at sites within the health center’s current approved scope of project in communities where the health center’s ability to provide care falls short of meeting the need for services.  In other words, at the time of application submission, the sites proposed for a medical expansion must be listed on the applicant’s most recently approved Form 5-Part B/Exhibit B from a service area competition, change in scope, or non-competing continuation application. Applicants are expected to present a sound and complete plan for the successful expansion of their medical capacity that demonstrates responsiveness to the identified needs of the target population within the existing service area.  EMC applications must demonstrate a significant increase in penetration into underserved communities or populations.  

EMC applicants must also demonstrate readiness to initiate the proposed project, i.e., proposed staff recruited and services provided to the community within 120 days of receiving the grant award.  However, BPHC will consider on a case-by-case basis a future request to extend the expected operational date for good cause.

Applicants are also expected to present a reasonable and appropriate budget(s) based on the activities proposed in the project plan and business plan.  It is understood that the operating budgets of health centers are comprised of many revenue streams, some of which can be time limited.  The proposed budget should be based on an appropriate increase in medical users, at least the required minimum number of new users to be served (refer to guidelines in the Definition of Significant Increase in New Users section on page 6) and the expanded medical services to be provided at the EMC site(s).      

EMC applicants are expected to demonstrate the extent to which the EMC award will increase the number of people served, the number of primary medical care providers made available to the population, and penetration into the existing service area.  As a point of reference, it is anticipated that, on average, applicants may propose to hire three additional full time equivalent (FTE) medical providers to address the significant growth in medical capacity.  For the purposes of this guidance, primary care medical providers include primary care physicians, nurse practitioners, physician assistants, and certified nurse midwives.  It is important to note that this definition of primary care medical providers does not include oral health (OH), or mental health and substance abuse (MH/SA) service providers.  Mental health and substance abuse services providers can be included in the EMC scope only where necessary to support medical providers when mental health and substance abuse problems are prevalent in the new populations being served. 

Applicants should describe their systems that ensure participation of the diverse cultures in their communities, including participation of persons with limited English-speaking ability, in programs offered by the health center.  Applicants must demonstrate that the proposed clinical staffing pattern (e.g., number and mix of primary care physicians and other providers and clinical support staff, linguistic and cultural competency, etc.) is appropriate for the level and mix of services to be provided.

Consolidated Health Center Program

All applicants are expected to demonstrate continued compliance with the applicable requirements of section 330 of the PHS Act and BPHC guidelines, including the Health Center Program Expectations (Program Information Notice 98-23).  Community Health Centers and/or Migrant Health Centers are also expected to demonstrate compliance with the implementing regulations (42 CFR 51c and 42 CFR 56, respectively).  In addition to these general requirements, there are specific requirements and expectations for applicants requesting funding under each type of health center authorized under section 330.  Applicants requesting funding to support one or more health center types are expected to demonstrate compliance in the application with the specific guidelines, expectations and requirements, as applicable.  Failure to document and demonstrate compliance in the application will significantly reduce the likelihood of approval and funding.

For applicants seeking funding to expand to serve populations for which they do not currently receive Federal support, it is important that the proposal adequately exhibit the awareness of the appropriate organizational changes (i.e., statutory or other) that may be necessary to assure compliance and the ability of the organization to implement these changes.  Areas of consideration should include representation in governance, modifications to clinical and business systems, additional enabling services and overall cultural competency.  In the Resources/Capabilities section of the narrative, these applicants are required to identify the changes necessary to comply with all relevant program requirements to receive grant funds for services targeted to the proposed populations.  The application must also certify that the organization will be brought into compliance upon receipt of grant funding, and include information exhibiting the applicant’s ability to do so.   

Please note that in previous documents, application guidances and other materials, HRSA has made reference to the School-Based Health Center (SBHC) Program.  Section 330 of the PHS Act does not include authorization for a SBHC Program.  Therefore, HRSA will no longer identify SBHCs as a separate Health Center Program or category/type of health center; however, there will continue to be recognition of school-aged children as an underserved population served by health centers.  All organizations receiving section 330 funding specifically to support a SBHC must comply with the requirements of section 330(e), Community Health Center Program.  Funds to support the SBHC should be identified or included in budget presentations as a request for section 330(e), CHC Program funding.

All applicants must include information about how the health center governance requirements are being addressed and how the governance may be impacted by the proposed expansion (i.e., adding additional representation from the area/population to be served).  Organizations that currently receive funding under only section 330(g), section 330(h) and/or section 330(i) and propose to expand services only to migratory and seasonal farmworkers, homeless populations or public housing residents, as applicable, may continue to receive a waiver for all or some of the governance requirements, as appropriate.  If the application proposes to expand capacity to serve a new population and, if a waiver has been granted for all or some of the governance requirements, the waiver request must be amended to reflect the new population served and a description of the reasons for the amended waiver and the alternative mechanism being proposed to ensure consumer input is in compliance with guidelines as described in PIN 98-12.  The amended waiver request should be submitted as a letter with the application. 

For organizations that currently receive funding under only section 330(g), section 330(h) and/or section 330(i) and are requesting funding in the EMC proposal under section 330(e) to expand services to the general community or school-aged children and their families (CHC program), the organization would no longer be eligible to receive a waiver for the governance requirements and must demonstrate as part of the application that all of the section 330 governance requirements have/will be met.

COMMUNITY HEALTH CENTER (CHC) APPLICANTS (section 330(e)):

CHC applicants, including those previously identified as SBHCs, must demonstrate compliance with section 330(e) and all applicable BPHC regulations and guidelines.  

MIGRANT HEALTH CENTER (MHC) APPLICANTS (section 330(g)):

MHC applicants must 1) address how the special needs of migratory and seasonal farmworkers and their families are being or will be met, 2) describe how the EMC proposal will ensure that farmworkers will have access to comprehensive and preventive health care services through mechanisms such as: outreach that is integrated into the primary health care delivery system; use of existing mobile vans or health teams that travel to migrant camps; transportation; extended clinic hours; etc, 3) demonstrate how the special environmental health concerns that are associated with migratory and seasonal farmworkers, will be addressed and 4) demonstrate compliance with sections 330(e) and 330(g), and all applicable BPHC regulations and guidelines.  

In addition, migrant voucher programs applying for EMC funds must propose to increase new users by the minimum threshold for MHCs as described in the Definition of Significant Increase in New Users section.  Proposals to expand medical capacity within a migrant voucher program may only be one of the following: 1) expansion of medical services provided at fixed delivery sites within the current approved scope of project; and/or 2) expansion of the number of vouchers offered to community-based providers.  The applicant must assure that the target population has access to the full range of required services.  Voucher programs must also describe how adjustments will be made for service delivery during peak and off-season cycles.

HEALTH CARE FOR THE HOMELESS (HCH) APPLICANTS (section 330(h)):

HCH applicants must also 1) indicate the mechanism for delivering substance abuse services to homeless patients, 2) describe the manner in which comprehensive outreach is to be conducted, and how transportation and other enabling services will be provided, 3) describe the manner in which case management, eligibility assistance, and access to housing services will be made available to homeless patients, and 4) demonstrate compliance with sections 330(e) and 330(h), and all applicable BPHC regulations and guidelines.  

PUBLIC HOUSING PRIMARY CARE (PHPC) APPLICANTS (section 330(i)):

PHPC applicants must demonstrate 1) consultation with the residents in the development of the application, and 2) compliance with sections 330(e) and 330(i), and all applicable BPHC regulations and guidelines.

Replacement Sites

Applicants proposing to expand medical capacity by completely replacing a current site(s) by moving all clinical operations to a larger facility should do so only if the proposed location for the replacement site(s) allows the organization to continue to provide access to the same community/target population within the applicant organization’s currently approved scope of project.  Organizations proposing to replace a current site(s) must move ALL clinical services from the site(s) being replaced to the new site and must ensure that the new site(s) will result in a significant increase in new users.  If the proposed replacement site(s) will not yield a significant increase in medical users, the proposal will not be eligible under this announcement.  The proposal to replace a site(s) must also address proximity of the relocated site to other health center delivery sites in the service area and should assure that providers (including other section 330 grantees, Federally Qualified Health Center (FQHC) Look-Alikes, and other primary care providers) serving the same target population in the same service area have been consulted regarding the proposed relocation of the site(s).  Applicants should include letters or some other indication of support for the proposed expansion from the other area providers.  Additionally, organizations must indicate the proposed timeline under which the new facility will be available and operational.  All replacement sites MUST be operational within 120 days of receiving an EMC award.  (NOTE:  On a case by case basis, the BPHC will consider post-award requests to extend this time limit for good cause.  However, the application should demonstrate assurance that the replacement site will be operational within 120 days of the award date.)  EMC funds may not be used to pay for construction costs for a replacement site.  

Mobile Vans

EMC proposals may include an expansion of the medical capacity of an existing mobile van within the organization’s currently approved scope of project for the delivery of primary care services in any of the following ways:

· Renovation or replacement of an existing mobile van currently used by the health center (see section II. Award Information, Maximum Grant Support for restrictions on the amount of the EMC award that may be used for one-time minor capital costs);
· Increase in medical provider FTEs dedicated to the mobile van;

· Increase in the mobile van’s hours of operation; and/or
· Addition of primary care medical services provided through the mobile van.
The existing van must serve one or more locations, operate on a regular, fixed schedule, and provide primary care services through the use of clinicians who exercise independent judgment and generate clinical encounters.  Proposals to add a new mobile van would be considered new access points and would not be eligible for consideration under EMC funding.
Technical Assistance

Applicants are strongly encouraged to work with their respective Primary Care Association and/or National Associations during the planning and development of the EMC application. II.  Award Information

Type of Award

Funding will be provided in the form of a grant.

Summary of Funding

President Bush’s FY 2006 budget proposes an increase of approximately $303 million in the appropriation for the Consolidated Health Center Program authorized under section 330 of the PHS Act.  Although Congressional action on the FY 2006 appropriation has not been completed, the BPHC anticipates that approximately $112 million will be available to support an estimated 303 EMC awards in FY 2006.  Final funding available to support EMC awards and the actual number of awards to be made may be adjusted after the appropriation is finalized.

This announcement is inviting applications for project periods up to two (2) years.  Awards, on a competitive basis, will be for a one year budget period, although project periods may be for two (2) years.  Awards will be aligned with the applicant’s current approved project period.  Applications for continuation grants funded under these awards beyond the initial one-year budget period but within the approved project period will be entertained in subsequent years on a noncompetitive basis, subject to availability of funds, satisfactory progress of the grantee and a determination that continued funding would be in the best interest of the Government.

Maximum Grant Support

The BPHC has established an annual cap of $600,000 for section 330 support of EMC grants.  The cap is the maximum amount of section 330 funding that can be requested annually in an EMC grant application in FY 2006, regardless of the number and/or type of EMC sites to be supported and/or populations to be served through the application.  Not all applicants approved and funded will receive this maximum amount.  The total request for section 330 support MUST NOT exceed the established annual cap of $600,000 in Year 1 or Year 2.  Applications that present a request for support in excess of the established annual cap in either Year 1 or Year 2 are considered ineligible for review and will be returned without further consideration. 

Applicants may request support up to $150,000 in Year 1 only for one-time minor capital costs for equipment and/or alteration/renovation.  Total Federal funds requested for the initial budget period (including the request for one-time funds in Year 1 only) must be at or below the established EMC cap of $600,000.  Minor alteration and renovation is defined as work required to change the interior arrangements or other physical characteristics of an existing facility or installed equipment so that it may be more effectively utilized for its currently designated purpose or adapted to an alternative use to meet a programmatic requirement.  No one-time capital costs should be included in the request for support in the Year 2 operational budget.  Any additional minor capital cost necessary to achieve the goals of the proposal must be covered by other sources.  Federal funds may not be used to support new construction costs for activities proposed under this announcement.  

It is expected that the request for Federal support and the budgets presented in the application will be reasonable and appropriate based on the scope of the services to be provided and the number and type (i.e., homeless, migrant, public housing residents, etc.) of individuals to be served.  Requests for Federal funding and the proposed budgets must be aligned with the required minimum increase in the number of new users.  The budget should also be consistent with the service delivery plan and business plan presented in the application.  The following figures are provided as a guideline in developing the Federal budget request: $150 Federal grant dollars per general community user; $200 Federal grant dollars per migrant/seasonal farmworker user; $200 Federal grant dollars per homeless user; and $200 Federal grant dollars per public housing user.  
Funds can be used to either hire directly or contract with medical providers.  A portion of the funds may be used to:  (1) hire outreach workers and other enabling services staff to increase penetration in support of the capacity expansion; (2) hire administrative, nursing, and other support staff (e.g., translators, data analysts, etc.) necessary to support services provided through this expansion and achieve the goals and objectives of the proposal; and (3) support one-time minor capital costs in Year 1 only (up to $150,000) for renovating and expanding existing sites or replacing and expanding existing sites to a location proximate to the current health center(s).  

Federal funding levels will be reviewed prior to a final funding decision and may be adjusted based on the organization’s past performance and an analysis of experience related to operating costs, utilization, provider staffing, revenue generation, and budget/cost factors.  Funding beyond first year is dependent on the availability of funds, satisfactory performance, and a determination that continuation of this project is in the best interest of the Federal government.
III.  Eligibility Information

1. Eligible Applicants

Organizations eligible to compete include public or nonprofit private entities, including tribal, faith-based and community-based organizations.  

An application will be considered eligible if it meets all of the specific eligibility requirements.  Applications that do not meet all of the following eligibility requirements will not be accepted and will be returned without further consideration.  Those eligibility requirements are:

1. Applicant must be an existing health center grantee.  Health center grantees are those organizations which currently receive funding under the Consolidated Health Center Program authorized under section 330 of the Public Health Service (PHS) Act, specifically:

· Community Health Centers (CHC)
 – section 330(e)

· Migrant Health Centers (MHC) – section 330(g)

· Health Care for the Homeless (HCH) – section 330(h)

· Public Housing Primary Care (PHPC) – section 330(i)

Note: For the purposes of this guidance, the term “health center” refers to CHCs (including previously identified SBHCs), MHCs, HCHs, and PHPCs;

2. Application must propose a significant increase in new users, per the Definition of Significant Increase in New Users section on page 6 of this guidance;

3. Applicant must submit a request for annual Federal section 330 funding in Year 1 and Year 2, as presented in Budget Form SF 424A and Form 1-B (with accompanying Budget Justification), that DOES NOT exceed the established cap of $600,000 per year (including one-time capital improvement requests in the Year 1 budget);  
4. Application must adhere to the 80-page limit on the length of the total application when printed by HRSA (including the narrative proposal, budget presentation, all other forms, documents, appendices, and attachments), whether submitting electronically or on paper;

5. Application must not propose to expand the medical capacity at a site that received New Access Point funding in FY 2005 or FY 2006, or a site that received EMC funding in FY 2005;

6. Applicant must not propose to expand capacity to serve a new community through the establishment of one or more NEW primary health care service delivery sites. All sites proposed as EMC sites MUST be within the applicant’s current approved scope of project at the time of application or a replacement site of an existing site. Form 3 of the application must reflect the organization’s most recently approved Form 5-Part B/Exhibit B from a service area competition, change in scope, or non-competing continuation application as evidence;
7.
Applicant must not propose to expand capacity for oral health, mental health, and/or substance abuse services only; and  

8. Applicant organization must not have experienced an overall decline in either their user OR encounter base, as reported in the UDS from CY 2002 to CY 2004, unless a reasonable justification is provided that includes a strong, persuasive explanation as to why previous downward trends occurred and have since been corrected.  Otherwise, these levels must be at least at the same level as the average of UDS CY 2002 and CY 2003 figures for users and encounters.  Total organization user and encounter data as reported in the UDS reports for 2002, 2003 and 2004, and any other relevant justification will be used to determine eligibility.  

The table format below is included in the FORM 1-A, General Information Worksheet (see page 23).  Total organization user and encounter totals as reported in the UDS reports for 2002, 2003 and 2004 must be used to calculate the change over this period.  The average of UDS 2002 and 2003 should be subtracted from UDS 2004 figures.  Applicants that have experienced a decrease in users and/or encounters as reported must attach to the FORM 1-PART A: General Information Worksheet a strong justification for the decrease.  This information will be taken into consideration in determining eligibility to participate in the EMC program. 
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2. Cost Sharing/Matching

Cost sharing or matching is not a requirement for this funding opportunity.  As required by 42 CFR 51c.305, BPHC will take into consideration whether and to what extent an applicant plans to maximize all sources of revenue through an appropriate and reasonable budget which includes non-grant resources to support the proposed project. 2.  Content and Form of Application Submission
Application Format Requirements
Applications should provide all required information in the sequence and format described in the instructions. The introduction is intended to be a brief synopsis of the community/target population(s), the applicant organization, and the scope of the proposed EMC project.

V.  Application Review Information

1.  Review Criteria

Procedures for assessing the technical merit of grant applications have been instituted to provide for an objective review of applications and to assist the applicant in understanding the standards against which each application will be judged.  Critical indicators have been developed for each review criterion to assist the applicant in presenting pertinent information related to that criterion and to provide the reviewer with a standard for evaluation.  

All EMC applicants should ensure the following six (6) Review Criteria are fully addressed within the Program Narrative and supported by other supplementary information in the other sections of the application, as appropriate.  The following Review Criteria will be used by the Objective Review Committee (ORC) to evaluate the merits of the proposed plan presented in each EMC application.
Reviewers will assign points based on how well the application has addressed each of the Review Criteria.  The six (6) Review Criteria for the EMC funding opportunity and maximum points awarded are as follows:

CRITERION 1: NEED (20 points maximum)  

1. Applicant clearly describes the service area(s)/community(ies) to be impacted by the EMC project, including:

(a) The service area population and the area to be served (i.e., urban, rural).

(b) If the applicant is requesting a funding preference as a sparsely populated rural frontier area (i.e., the entire proposed service area has 7 or fewer people per square mile).  Note: The request must also be specified by checking the appropriate box on FORM 1-PART A: General Information Worksheet, and provide documentation (i.e., current census data) to support the request.
(c) The counties, census tracts, minor civil divisions, schools/school districts, etc., (as appropriate) in the service area.  

(d) Any Medically Underserved Areas (MUAs), Medically Underserved Populations (MUPs), High Impact Areas, and Health Professional Shortage Areas (HPSAs), as applicable.

2. Applicant clearly describes the target population(s) for the EMC project including:

(a)
The unserved and underserved populations in the community, including migrant/seasonal farmworkers (MSFWs), homeless people, public housing residents, and any other populations in need of access to primary health care (e.g., low-income school children/adolescents and their families, elderly people, recent immigrants).

(b)
The unique demographic characteristics of the target population (e.g., age, gender, insurance status, unemployment, poverty level, ethnicity/culture, education, etc.).

(c)
The relevant access to care and health status indicators of the target population/community including the most common causes of mortality and the incidence and prevalence of chronic and infectious diseases.

3. Applicant clearly identifies and describes the most significant barriers to care, gaps in services, significant health disparities and the major health care problems in the community that will be addressed by the EMC project.  This should include a description of:

(a)
Any culturally specific characteristics that impact access to and the delivery of health care services.  

(b)
Any relevant geographic barriers to care and other factors impacting access to care.

(c)
Any major and/or unique health care needs of the target population(s).  
4. For those organizations proposing to serve a new population (i.e., MSFWs, homeless people, public housing residents) for which they do not currently receive Federal support, the applicant clearly identifies the specific health care needs and barriers to care for this population to be addressed by the EMC project and justifies the need to expand its focus to new populations.

5. Applicant clearly describes any significant changes over the past year in the health care environment, service area or population being served (e.g., influx of refugee population, closing of local factory) impacting on the need for services.  This should include a description of any significant changes for each target population type served (i.e., MSFWs, homeless people, public housing residents, low-income school children/adolescents and their families).

6. Applicant clearly identifies any health care providers (including all other FQHC Look Alikes and section 330 grantees), resources and/or services of other public and private organizations within the proposed service area that are providing care to the target population(s).  Appropriate justification is provided as to why existing health center resources and other local resources (e.g., other HRSA supported programs, rural health clinics, etc.) are unable to meet the need for increased access to primary care. 

CRITERION 2: RESPONSE (35 points maximum) 

1. Applicant provides a detailed description of the proposed project that is appropriate and responsive to the identified community and target population health care needs.  Included should be the number and location of targeted EMC sites, the number of new patients to be served, the number of new encounters projected, the types of services impacted, the increase in providers and support staff, and any increase or modification to hours of operation.  Applicant must include the number of users and encounters for each special population, (i.e., MSFWs, homeless, public housing residents) if funds are requested for one or more of these populations.  

2. Applicant describes reasonable and appropriate strategies/methods that will attract new users, expand access to primary care services for the target population and increase primary care medical capacity.  Strategies may include but are not limited to providing additional services, additional providers where excess facility capacity exists, expanded hours of operation, or providing additional services through contractual relationships (e.g., OB/GYN) at existing sites.  If the proposal includes completely relocating an existing site(s) to a more appropriate facility, the applicant clearly demonstrates how the project will continue to maximize access to health care for the community currently being served by the existing site.

3. Applicant provides a Service Delivery Plan that is appropriate and realistic for the proposed EMC project, and responsive to the identified needs of the community, including any targeted health disparities.  The plan includes adequate medical and other providers (e.g., outreach workers, case managers) and support staff associated with the expansion.  The Service Delivery Plan addresses its impact on the current Heath Care Plan for the organization, and any significant changes (e.g., serving a new population or age group, or expanding into new services) are noted in an addendum to the existing Health Care Plan.  (See page 23 for required format for Service Delivery Plan.)

4. Applicant provides a Business Plan that is appropriate and realistic for the proposed EMC project.  Each relevant component of the Heath Center (e.g., Administration, Fiscal, Clinical, MIS, Governance, etc.) is sufficiently addressed, and the goals and activities are appropriate for the proposed project.  (See page 23 for required format for Business Plan.)

5. Applicant proposes appropriate plans for incorporating or improving the use of outreach and other enabling services to bring new users in to the health centers and/or medical services, both for traditional health center users and, where applicable, for special populations (e.g., MSFWs, homeless individuals and families, residents of public housing).

6. Applicant demonstrates that the new or expanded services being proposed are culturally and linguistically appropriate for the populations to be served. 

7. For organizations proposing an expansion to serve a population for which they do not currently receive Federal support, the applicant:

(a)
Demonstrates awareness of the appropriate organizational changes to be made (per statutory and other requirements and expectations of health centers).  Areas of consideration include representation in governance, and modifications to clinical and business systems, enabling services and overall cultural competency.

(b)
Presents a sound plan to assure compliance upon receipt of funding.

(c)
Assures the organization’s ability to implement the necessary changes.  

Note: This includes organizations that currently receive funding to serve a special population(s) only (i.e., MHCs, HCHs, PHPCs) and are requesting Federal support for an EMC proposal to serve traditional/general population users (i.e., CHC).

8. Applicant provides a feasible and credible timeline for implementation of the project.  The applicant demonstrates operational readiness within 120 days of award (i.e., proposed staff recruited and services provided), including those applicants proposing to open a replacement site.  

CRITERION 3: EVALUATIVE MEASURES (10 points maximum) 

1. Applicant demonstrates the ability to evaluate the effectiveness of the EMC project, including the quality and outcomes of the services provided (e.g., adequate management information systems, patient satisfaction).  Applicant provides an evaluation plan that is appropriate for the EMC project goals and projected outcomes.

2. If applicable, the applicant describes the health center’s successful progress in meeting the initial goals and objectives under a time-limited State funded program (i.e., incubator program), and how these goals/objectives will align with the proposed EMC project.

3. Applicant demonstrates an appropriate quality improvement program that includes eliminating disparities in health outcomes, reducing patient risk, credentialing and privileging, incident reporting, etc.

4. Applicant describes the mechanism(s) by which the organization identifies and responds to the community and its needs (e.g., patient surveys, needs assessments, statewide data, census data).

CRITERION 4: IMPACT (5 points maximum) 

1. Applicant demonstrates the extent to which the proposed EMC project will increase access to care and eliminate major barriers to care for the medically underserved in the community/target population(s) to be served.  

2. Applicant demonstrates the extent to which the proposed EMC project will address the major health care needs and reduce health disparities for the medically underserved in the community/target population(s) to be served. 

CRITERION 5: RESOURCES/CAPABILITIES (20 points maximum) 


1.
Applicant clearly describes its mission and structure, scope of current activities (including participation in a state-funded incubator program if applicable) and systems, and includes an organizational chart depicting the EMC project within the organizational structure in Appendix C.  The applicant also demonstrates the organization’s ability to successfully implement the proposed medical expansion project and meet program expectations.

2. Applicant demonstrates experience with similar projects and sufficient knowledge, skills and abilities within the organization to successfully implement the EMC project. (e.g., previous successful expansion projects, etc.)

3. Applicant demonstrates and documents that it is operating at full capacity for the providers currently in place and the resources currently available.

4. Applicant discusses the ability and experience of the proposed management team in leading and managing internal administrative, human resources, financial systems, information systems, and clinical disciplines.

5. Applicant demonstrates that the facilities proposed for the EMC project are adequate and appropriate for the projected increase in the provision of services.  The applicant also provides an appropriate plan for any necessary facility modifications/renovations.

6.
Applicant demonstrates appropriate collaboration with other area providers (including other section 330 funded programs), to minimize duplication of services and assure an effective continuum of care. MOAs, MOUs, and/or a list of additional letters of commitment, on file at the health center, should be included as appropriate in Appendix D.

7.
Applicant demonstrates and provides evidence of the community’s support for the proposed EMC project.  Letters of support should be included as appropriate in Appendix E.

8.
For applicants proposing to expand into new target populations, the applicant demonstrates an awareness of all appropriate organizational changes necessary for a successful project, a plan for compliance and the ability to implement the necessary organizational changes for serving new populations.  The applicant must discuss the changes necessary to comply with all relevant program requirements to receive grant funds for services targeted to the proposed populations.  The application certifies that the organization will be brought into compliance upon receipt of grant funding, and include information exhibiting the applicants ability to do so.

9. Applicant demonstrates that the organization’s existing operations will not be jeopardized if the expansion budget projections are not realized, and that the addition of new providers and staff will not adversely affect the efficiency of current providers. 

CRITERION 6: SUPPORT REQUESTED (10 points maximum) 

1. Applicant demonstrates in the budget presentation, two 12-month annualized budgets which are appropriate and reasonable in terms of:

(a)
The level of requested Federal grant funds versus total budget for each year;

(b)
The total resources required to achieve the goals and objectives of the proposed EMC project (i.e., total project budget) and Business Plan provided as part of the RESPONSE section of the Program Narrative;

(c)
The maximization of non-grant revenue relative to the proposed plan and other Federal/State/local/in-kind resources applied to the project;  

(d)
The projected patient income for each year is reasonable based on the patient mix and number of projected users and encounters;

(e)
The number of proposed users and encounters, after the first year of finding, and at full capacity after two years of funding;

(f)
The total cost per user and encounter; 

(g)
The total Federal section 330 grant dollars per user; and

(h)
The one-time minor capital costs.

2. Applicant demonstrates how all sources of revenue, including non-Federal, will be maximized.

3. Applicant presents a budget narrative that is complete, comprehensive and provides an explanation for each budget line item.

4. Applicant describes how the proposed expansion project is a cost-effective approach to meeting the primary care needs of the target population given the health care needs of the target population and the level of health care resources currently available in the community.

2.  Review and Selection Process

The HRSA Division of Independent Review is responsible for managing objective reviews within HRSA. Applications competing for Federal funds receive an objective and independent review performed by a committee of experts qualified by training and experience in particular fields or disciplines related to the program being reviewed. In selecting review committee members, other factors in addition to training and experience may be considered to improve the balance of a committee, e.g., geographic distribution, race/ethnicity, and gender. Each reviewer is screened to avoid conflicts of interest and is responsible for providing an objective, unbiased evaluation based on the review criteria noted above. The committee provides expert advice on the merits of each application to program officials responsible for final selections for award.

All EMC applications will be reviewed initially for eligibility, completeness and responsiveness to the program guidance.  Applicants are reminded that applications MUST NOT exceed 80 pages in total, including all required and optional attachments, whether submitted on paper or electronically. Those applications that are determined to be ineligible, incomplete or non-responsive to the grant application guidance and/or section 330 program requirements will be returned to the applicant without further consideration.

Funding Preferences 

The authorizing legislation provides a funding preference for some applicants.  Applicants requesting and receiving the preference may be placed in a more competitive position among applications considered for funding.  Applications that do not receive a funding preference will be given full and equitable consideration during the review process.  It should be noted that other factors including those listed below in Other Awarding Factors, will be considered as part of the selection of applications for funding.  

The funding preference will be determined based on supporting documentation contained in the application.  The law provides that a funding preference be granted to any qualified applicant that specifically requests the preference and meets the criteria for the preference as follows:  

Sparsely Populated Rural Frontier Areas:  In order to be considered for a funding preference, an applicant must demonstrate that the entire proposed service area for the EMC project has seven or fewer people per square mile (i.e., all census tracts within the defined service area meet the definition).  Applicants requesting consideration of a funding preference must indicate the request on Form 1-A: General Information Worksheet, and attach to it documentation indicating that the entire area served has seven or fewer people per square mile (e.g., most recent Census Bureau data). 

Other Awarding Factors

HRSA intends to achieve a wide distribution of EMC awards in FY 2006.  HRSA will consider all of the following factors, in addition to the preference indicated above, in making EMC awards in FY 2006.  As well as those listed below, the need for primary health care services within a Federally defined county along the United States/Mexico Border has been identified as an area of high need.  Therefore, we strongly encourage all eligible applicants in these areas to submit an application under this announcement.  

RURAL/URBAN DISTRIBUTION OF AWARDS
Aggregate awards in FY 2006 to serve rural and urban areas will be made to ensure that no more than 60 percent and no fewer than 40 percent of the people served come from either rural or urban areas.

PROPORTIONATE DISTRIBUTION

Aggregate awards in FY 2006 to support the various types of health centers will be made to ensure continued proportionate distribution of funds across the Consolidated Health Center Program.

GEOGRAPHIC CONSIDERATION

The goal of the HRSA in making this funding announcement is to expand the current safety net on a national basis.  Therefore, the HRSA will consider geographic distribution when deciding which applications to fund.

PERFORMANCE UNDER SECTION 330 PROGRAM EXPECTATIONS

Current grantees found to be out of compliance with section 330 program expectations may not be considered for funding.

3.  Anticipated Announcement and Award Date

Funding decisions will be announced on or around June 1, 2006.
VI.  Award Administration Information

1.  Award Notices

Each applicant will receive written notification of the outcome of the objective review process, including a summary of the objective review committee’s assessment of the application’s merits and weaknesses, and whether the application was selected for funding.  Organizations whose applications are selected for funding may be required to respond in a satisfactory manner to Conditions placed on their application before funds can be awarded.  Letters of notification of funding do not provide authorization to begin performance.  Successful applicants will receive a Notice of Grant Award from the Division of Grants Management Operations following the announcement of the funding decisions. The Notice of Grant Award, which is signed by the Grants Management Officer and is sent to the applicant agency’s Authorized Representative, is the authorizing document and will be sent prior to the applicable start date.

2.  Administrative and National Policy Requirements

Successful applicants must comply with the administrative requirements outlined in 45 CFR Part 74 or 45 CFR Part 92, as appropriate.
Public Policy Issuance

Healthy People 2010 is a national initiative led by HHS that sets priorities for all HRSA programs. 4.  Performance Review

HRSA’s Office of Performance Review (OPR) serves as the agency’s focal point for reviewing and enhancing the performance of HRSA funded programs within communities and States.  On a regularly scheduled basis, HRSA grantees are required to participate in a performance review of their HRSA funded program(s) by a review team from one of the ten OPR regional divisions. Grantees should expect to participate in a performance review at some point during their project period.  When a grantee receives more than one HRSA grant, each of the grantee’s HRSA funded programs will be reviewed during the same performance review.

The purpose of performance review is to improve the performance of HRSA funded programs.  Through systematic pre-site and on-site analysis, OPR works collaboratively with grantees and HRSA Bureaus/Offices to measure program performance, analyze the factors impacting performance, and identify effective strategies and partnerships to improve program performance, with a particular focus on outcomes. Upon completion of the performance review, grantees are expected to prepare an Action Plan that identifies key actions to improve program performance as well as addresses any identified program requirement issues.  Performance reviews also provide direct feedback to the agency about the impact of HRSA policies on program implementation and performance within communities and States.

IX.  Tips for Writing a Strong Application

Include DUNS Number.  You must include a DUNS Number to have your application reviewed.  Applications will not be reviewed without a DUNS number.  To obtain a DUNS number, access www.dunandbradstreet.com or call 1-866-705-5711.  Please include the DUNS number next to the OMB Approval Number on the application face page.  

Keep your audience in mind.  Reviewers will use only the information contained in the application to assess the application.  Therefore, the applicant should be sure the application and responses to the program requirements and expectations are complete and clearly written.  Do not assume that reviewers are familiar with the applicant organization.  Keep the review criteria in mind when writing the application.

Start preparing the application early.  Allow plenty of time to gather required information from various sources.

Follow the instructions in this guidance carefully.  Place all information in the order requested in the guidance.  If information is not placed in the requested order, you may receive a lower score.

Be brief, concise, and clear.  Make your points understandable.  Provide accurate and honest information, including candid accounts of problems and realistic plans to address them.  If any required information or data is omitted, explain why.  Make sure the information provided in each table, chart, attachment, etc., is consistent with the proposal narrative and information in other tables.  

Be organized and logical.  Many applications fail to receive a high score because the reviewers cannot follow the thought process of the applicant or because parts of the application do not fit together.  

Be careful in the use of appendices.  Do not use the appendices for information that is required in the body of the application.  Be sure to cross-reference all tables and attachments located in the appendices to the appropriate text in the application.

Carefully proofread the application.  Misspellings and grammatical errors will impede reviewers in understanding the application.  Be sure pages are numbered (including appendices) and that page limits are followed.  Limit the use of abbreviations and acronyms, and define each one at its first use and periodically throughout the application.

Print out and carefully review an electronic application.  If submitting electronically, print out the application before submitting it to ensure appropriate formatting and adherence to page limit requirements.

Instructions for Completing Form 2: Income Analysis

The Income Analysis Worksheet provides a format for presenting the estimated non-federal revenues for the budget in the application.  The narrative should be used to fully describe the information presented on this worksheet.  The information presented in the worksheet should be developed based upon the currently approved scope of project.  It should not include revenues expected from any requested supplemental improvements or other unapproved increases in capacity.

There are two major classifications of revenues, Program Income and Other Income:

Program Income includes fees, premiums and third party reimbursements received for the provision of health care services.  Program income is divided into two parts, Fee for Service revenues and Managed Care or Capitated Rate Income.  

Other Income is revenue from State or Local grants and other local or private support received to support the applicant’s programs.  Generally, this revenue provides support for the provision of medical or support services, but is not considered or based upon revenue generated from charges for providing the health service to a patient. 

The categories presented in the worksheet may not describe all of the categories of Fee for Service revenue, Contractor or Other Income categories used by the applicant organization.  Two additional lines are provided in each revenue source for applicant-defined categories.  The categories presented may also be redefined in the narrative to the worksheet as necessary to clearly identify revenue sources.

Use the following steps for projecting revenue and present Years 1 and 2 of the project separately using the attached FORM 2:  Income Analysis Format.

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR FEE FOR SERVICE:
1. Enter in column (a) the number of encounters that will be covered by each type of payment source: Medicaid, Medicare, other third-party payors and patient self-pay (categorized by 100 percent pay, sliding fee pay and 0 percent self pay).

2. Enter in column (b) the average charge per encounter by payor category.  

3. Column (c), Total Charges (columns (a)*(b)), needs to be calculated for each payment source.

4. Enter in column (d) the average adjustment of the average charge per encounter.  A negative number will reduce and a positive number will increase the Billed Amount calculated in column (e).  Adjustments in this column would relate to:

a) Projected disallowance or discounts to the average charge per visit.

b) Adjustments to the FQHC or Prospective Payment System established reimbursement rate or the cost based reimbursement expected as a result of completion of a cost reimbursement report.

c) Other adjustments which the applicant defines in the narrative to this worksheet.  

5. Column (e) the total Amount Billed by payment source needs to be calculated by utilizing the formula [c-(a*d)].

6. Enter in column (f) the estimated collection rate (%) by payor category. 

7. Projected income (columns (e)*(f)) needs to be calculated in column (g) for each payor category.

8. Column (h) represents the actual accrued income by payor category for the most recent 12- month period for which data are available.  A significant increase or decrease in income should be explained in the narrative to this worksheet.

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR MANAGED CARE OR CAPITATED ARRANGEMENTS:

1. The Projected Gross Income needs to be calculated using the information inputted into the third, fourth and fifth columns in this section.  The calculation is ((average members per month X number of months X rate per member month) + risk pool adj. & other allowances = projected gross income).

2. RISK POOL ADJ. & OTHER ALLOWANCES, which could include a cost based wrap around, should be explained in the narrative to the worksheet.

3. The applicant must describe in the narrative to the worksheet each managed care or capitated rate program included in the budget. For each program or contract, please identify the contractor’s name and the services for which the applicant is at risk.  Provide the current number of enrollees and the amount of support for the projected number of enrollees included in the current budget.

· Examples of Fee for Service Income are revenues from filing private insurance claims, minimum fees charged after a sliding fee scale adjustment is applied, payments received from charges to patients on a fee for service basis and co-pays for managed care participants.  

· Non-Fee for Service Income would include interest income and contracts to serve as Medical Director of a nursing home.  

· Examples of Other Grant Income and State and Local support would be grants for construction, equipment or other activities that support the project, but for which the revenue is not based upon services provided, encounters or charges for encounters

Problem/Need Statements are clearly and specifically defined descriptions of major needs or problems, quantified where possible.  The problem/need statements should tie into and flow from the overall Program Narrative.  

Column 1:  Goals and Objectives.  Goals are relatively broad and express a sense of a desired future state or direction.  Goals should address identified needs or problems and are usually long-term.  Objectives are descriptions of desired, measurable, time‑limited results or outcomes.  These objectives (intended results or outcomes) are measures of progress towards a goal.  They can be used to identify an acceptable level of performance or establish criteria for evaluation.  Objectives can be either short‑term (less than 1 year) or long‑term (1 year or longer).  Use an upper case letter (A...) for each goal and list corresponding objectives by number (1...).

Column 2:  Key Action Steps - the major activities that must occur to accomplish an objective - critical actions that must be taken to attain the measurable outcome or end result.  Reference each action step by corresponding upper case letter for goal, number for objective, and lower case letter for action step (i.e., A.1.a.).

Column 3:  Expected Outcome - action steps to be taken towards an objective; quantifiable documented outcomes to be achieved.  This column must be completed for each objective.  Reference each action step in the same manner as above for Key Action Steps.

Column 4:  Data, Evaluation, & Measurement - the source of data, evaluation method and measurement used to evaluate progress towards an objective or to identify the actual outcome distinguished in the objective. Reference each action step in the same manner as above for Key Action Steps.

Column 5: Person/Area Responsible – indicate the person or area of the operation responsible for the tracking, evaluation and completion of the objectives and key action steps.

Column 6:  Comments - supplementary information for related entries in the plan.  Reference each action step in the same manner as above for Key Action Steps.

1 In previous documents, application guidances and other materials, HRSA has made reference to the School-Based Health Center (SBHC) Program.  Section 330 of the PHS Act does not include authorization for a SBHC Program.  Therefore, HRSA will no longer identify SBHCs as a separate Health Center Program or category/type of health center; however, there will continue to be recognition of school-aged children as an underserved population served by health centers.  All organizations receiving section 330 funding specifically to support a SBHC must comply with the requirements of section 330(e), Community Health Center Program.  Funds to support the SBHC should be identified or included in budget presentations as a request for section 330(e), CHC Program funding.
